We are pleased to have you with us this morning as we worship our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ!
We believe worship is about gathering together to meet with the Triune God. During worship we believe that
God:

o Draws near to expose our sins so that we can repent of them

e Forgives our sins so that we can be reconciled to him and each other

e Pours his love into our hearts

e Comforts the mourning

e Strengthens the weak

e Heals the broken

e Encourages the sorrowful

e Deepens our faith

e Refreshes and Renews our love and obedience to his Word.
Our worship follows a dialogue format, where God speaks to us through his Bible and reflections on his Word,
and we respond to him in different ways like listening, singing, praying, repenting, confessing, etc. In this
“holy conversation” Jesus tells us about himself, and about us, and about how we can grow closer to him and
look more like him in our daily lives.
Therefore, so that we can focus on what God is doing and saying, we ask that you if you are not using your
cellphone to read the Bible and access the liturgy to please turn off or silence them during the worship
service; or if you are using them to limit yourself to those activities (airplane mode is helpful with this).

Also, meeting with God is not just for adults! Jesus welcomes all of us, including little children. If you have
children, we are delighted to have them worship with us in the worship service! We encourage you to help
them worship and quietly answer questions they may have during worship. If you are new to church and don't
know the answers, or want help in how to encourage their participation, you are very much invited to speak
with our pastor or one of the elders. We very much want you and your children to be able to understand and
participate in worship as much as possible.

*Our Confession of Faith: Heidelberg Catechism Q&A 83-85
Q. What are the keys of the kingdom?

A. The preaching of the holy gospel and Christian discipline toward repentance. Both open the kingdom of heaven to
believers and close it to unbelievers.

Q. How does preaching the holy gospel open and close the kingdom of heaven?

A. According to the command of Christ, The kingdom of heaven is opened by proclaiming and publicly declaring to all
believers, each one, that, as often as they accept the gospel promise in true faith, God, because of Christ’s merit, truly
forgives all their sins. The kingdom of heaven is closed, however, by proclaiming and publicly declaring to unbelievers
and hypocrites that, as long as they do not repent, the wrath of God and eternal condemnation rest on them. God'’s
judgment, both in this life and in the life to come, is based on this gospel testimony.

Q. How is the kingdom of heaven closed and opened by Christian discipline?

A. According to the command of Christ: Those who, though called Christians, profess unchristian teachings or live
unchristian lives, and who after repeated personal and loving admonitions, refuse to abandon their errors and evil ways,
and who after being reported to the church, that is, to those ordained by the church for that purpose, fail to respond also
to the church’s admonitions—such persons the church excludes from the Christian community by withholding the
sacraments from them, and God also excludes them from the kingdom of Christ. Such persons, when promising and
demonstrating genuine reform, are received again as members of Christ and of his church.
